Strengths: 
· good type

· short bill
· horizontal posture 

· short and straight legs

Weaknesses:
· missing Stripe of white that should start at the back of the eye and goes to collar
· white inverted “V” on side could be larger
· the white under band is not completely there
History of the Pied variety:
The pied call came from Holland; it was standardized through the Dutch Waterfowl Association in 1925. Then the pieds were imported to the UK in 1960. In 1982, pied calls were added to the British Waterfowl Standard. In the early 1990s, the pieds were imported to the US by Jane Edington. She began her breeding program with three males from France and England, and penciled call females from Darrel Sheraw. Today, there are very few breeders who are working with pied calls.
Why I chose the Pied variety:
I chose pied calls because I like this rare and interesting color. There are not very many of them in the US.  It is my goal to increase our breeding flock of pieds so that we can make them available to others who would like to get started in this variety.
